AUTOMOTIVE MECHANIC FOREPERSON (Central Garage)
DISTINGUISHING FEATURES OF THE CLASS:  Supervises and participates in the repair and maintenance of a wide variety of vehicles; does related work as required. This is important work involving responsibility for planning, organizing, supervising and participating in the repair, overhaul and maintenance of a variety of vehicles used in the County Central Garage fleet.  The work is performed under the general supervision of the Department Heads in accordance with established policies and the employee is responsible for planning the details of the work and maintaining the desired standards.  Supervision is exercised over the work of subordinate employees.

TYPICAL WORKACTIVITIES:  
Supervises the work of automotive mechanics in maintaining automotive equipment;

Performs automotive repairs of a difficult nature;

Plans, assigns and inspects completed work;

Diagnose, overhaul and maintain a variety of vehicles used in the entire Schuyler County fleet;

Repair or overhaul of ignition, transmission, brake, axles and other automotive systems;

Negotiates with private vendors for repairs that cannot be performed at the county garages;

Supervises subordinates in the proper operation of machines and equipment available in the garage which include valve grinder and reseating tools, brake reliner, hydraulic press, welding equipment, hoists, air compressor, battery charger, equipment washer, paint sprayer, sand blaster and jacks;

Requisitions parts and supplies; 

Maintains records which include major repair, maintenance and service, perpetual inventory of parts, part books, purchase orders and New York State Motor Vehicle Inspector Records.

FULL PERFORMANCE KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS, ABILITIES AND PERSONAL CHARACTERISTICS:  Thorough knowledge of the tools, equipment, terminology and procedures used in the repair and maintenance of a large variety of mechanical and gas and diesel automotive vehicles; working knowledge of record keeping; a high degree of skill in the use of tools and machinery of the trade; ability to layout and supervise the work of others; ability to detect and diagnose mechanical troubles in automotive equipment; ability to maintain records and make reports; initiative; resourcefulness; good physical condition.

Certified Motor Vehicle Inspector

Description

A certified New York State motor vehicle inspector examines motor vehicles at a licensed New York State inspection station to ensure that motor vehicles operating on New York State highways meet all requirements established by the New York State Department of Motor Vehicles.

Certification Requirements

Applicants seeking to become a certified motor vehicle inspector in New York State must submit an application to the New York State Department of Motor Vehicles, Bureau of Consumer and Facility Services, PO Box 2700, Albany, New York 12220-0700. The latest information and requirements for certification are available on the website of the New York State Motor Vehicle Department at (Business Use Forms): www.nysdmv.com/forms/vs120.pdf.

Age Requirement

Applicants seeking to become a certified motor vehicle inspector in New York State must by at least 17 years of age.

Education and/or Experience

Applicants must have at least one year of experience in repairing motor vehicles within the last five years immediately preceding the date of filing an application, obtained in a firm in the automotive industry or in an approved cooperative work study program offering training in the automotive field; or a high school or vocational school diploma in vocational automotive trades or college certification of successful completion of first year course towards an AAS degree in automotive technology.

Examination Requirements

Applicants must attain a minimum passing score of 70 percent on the New York State Motor Vehicles Department written test.

Group 1 (All passenger vehicles and trailers 18,000 pounds and under)

Group 2 (All tractors, semi-trailers and other vehicles over 18,000 pounds)
Group 3 (Motorcycles)

Group D (Emissions)

Note: The D Group must be accompanied by a Group 1 or 2 certification.
