TYPICAL WORK ACTIVITIES:
Prepares and assembles salads;

Prepares sandwiches;

Assists in food preparation including cleaning, peeling and cutting;

Lifts and carries trays of food for placement in refrigerator and serving areas;

Cleans kitchen, utensils, and equipment after each meal;

Washes and dries dishes;

Serves meals;
May act as cashier;

May assist in ordering and inventory of stock.

IF ASSIGNED TO THE SCHUYLER COUNTY OFFICE FOR THE AGING:

Will deliver prepared food and other items to congregate meal sites.
