The hard suction is 

hooked up at the blue connection on the 

bottom of the tank. 

T here was an unusual 

brush fire for Montour 

Falls.  July 5th was a very 

hot day in a long string of 

dry weather in Schuyler 

County. Montour and Odessa 

were dispatched for a small 

brush fire across from the 

gas station south of Montour 

Falls. When they arrived 

they discovered ashes from 

charcoal had set fire to a tree 

root. They had to dig up the 

root to extinguish the fire. 

This created a labor 

intensive effort to expose the 

fire. It had burned quite a 

distance. This could continue 

to be a problem with fires 

burning underground. 

Companies need to make 

sure their perimeters are 

well soaked.
